you and your family can support yourselves through-
out the entire period.

Remember to apply in good time
It is important that you have a residence and work
permit by the time that you start your new work.

If you do not apply for a new residence and work
permit, you can be yned or imprisoned for up to one
year. Your employer can also be yned or imprisoned
for up to two years.

Can | stay in Denmark if my residence permit
is conyscated or if it is not extended?

If you have been granted a residence permit as e.g. a
refugee or on the grounds of family reuniycation, and
it is conyscated or not extended by the Immigration
Service, you can obtain a new residence permit if you
have been employed for a longer period of time.

However, this assumes that the following conditions
are met:

A Your residence permit must not have been con-
yscated or refused extension due to deceit, i.e.
because you have provided false information.

A You must have been legally and continually
employed by the same employer for at least two
years.

A You must have the same work that you had at
the time when the original residence permit was
conyscated or extension denied.

A You must have a contract of employment (and
possibly the necessary authorisation).

A" Your pay and terms of employment must cor-
respond to Danish standards.

Your application must be submitted within seven days
of you receiving the ynal decision on your case from
the Immigration Service.

The application for a residence and work permit must
be submitted to the local police or to the Service
Centre at the Immigration Service if you live in the
Greater Copenhagen area.

Can | stay in Denmark after ynishing

my education/training?

If you ynish a higher education programme in
Denmark, your permit is granted so you are able to
remain in Denmark to seek work for up to six months
after you have ynished your training/education.

If you have obtained your study permit abroad,
you can be granted a residence permit for up to six
months in order to seek employment by contacting
the Immigration Service.
